
Power Released Through Praise: 10 Supernatural 
Blessings of Worship 

 
(How Praising God Shifts Atmospheres and Unlocks Miracles) 
 
Why Praise and Worship Matter More Than You Think 
 
Praise and worship are more than just songs we sing on Sundays or 
background music during devotions. They are spiritual weapons, 
keys to the Kingdom, and God-ordained methods for breakthrough. 
Praise is commanded—but it’s not a burden. It’s an invitation into 
God’s presence, His power, and His provision. 
 
The Word says in Psalm 92:2 (NKJV): 
"To declare Your lovingkindness in the morning, and Your 
faithfulness every night." 
 
And Psalm 59:16 (NKJV) says: 
"But I will sing of Your power; Yes, I will sing aloud of Your mercy in 
the morning; 
For You have been my defense and refuge in the day of my trouble." 
 
God doesn’t tell us to praise because He needs it—He tells us to 
praise because 
we need it. When we lift our eyes off our problems and lift our 
voices to heaven, 
we align ourselves with Heaven’s victory and Heaven’s reality. 
 
 
 
 



10 Supernatural Blessings That Follow True Praise and Worship 
 
1. Praise Invites the Presence of God 
 

2 Chronicles 5:13-14 (NKJV): 
"...when the trumpeters and singers were as one... saying: 'For 
He is good, For His mercy endures forever,' that the house, the 
house of the Lord, was filled with a cloud... for the glory of the 
Lord filled the house of God." 
 
When we worship in unity and faith, God's glory fills the 
atmosphere. His tangible presence disrupts darkness and 
brings divine order. 
 

2. Praise Brings Victory in Battle 
 

2 Chronicles 20:17, 21-22 (NKJV): 
“‘You will not need to fight in this battle...’ And when they began 
to sing and to praise, the Lord set ambushes against the 
people... and they were defeated.” 
 
Praise causes Heaven’s armies to move on your behalf. Worship 
shifts the battle from your hands into God’s. 

 
3. Praise Brings Deliverance From Enemies 

 
Psalm 18:3 (NKJV): 
“I will call upon the Lord, who is worthy to be praised; So shall I 
be saved from my enemies.” 
 



Deliverance comes when we magnify the Deliverer. Our 
enemies shrink in comparison to our great God. 

 
4. Praise Satisfies the Soul 
 

Psalm 63:1, 5 (NKJV): 
“O God, You are my God; early will I seek You; my soul thirsts for 
You... My soul shall be satisfied as with marrow and fatness, 
and my mouth shall praise You with 
joyful lips.” 
 
True worship fills the emptiness in our spirit man. It connects 
us deeply with the One who created us for fellowship. 

 
5. Praise Repels Depression 

 
Isaiah 61:3 (NKJV): 
“To give them... the garment of praise for the spirit of 
heaviness…” 
 
Depression and heaviness can’t remain where praise is lifted. 
Praise is a spiritual garment that covers us in joy and peace. 

 
6. Praise Brings Liberty and Breakthrough 

 
Acts 16:25-26 (NKJV): 
“...Paul and Silas were praying and singing hymns to God... 
suddenly there was a great earthquake... and everyone’s chains 
were loosed.” 
 



Worship in trials becomes the key to prison doors. Even when it 
seems too late, God moves when we praise. 

 
7. Praise Brings Supernatural Joy 

 
Psalm 100:4 (NKJV): 
“Enter into His gates with thanksgiving, and into His courts with 
praise. Be thankful to Him, and bless His name.” 
 
Psalm 16:11 (NKJV): 
“In Your presence is fullness of joy…” 
 
Joy isn’t something we must wait to feel—it’s something birthed 
when we enter God’s presence through praise. 

 
8. Praise Draws People to Jesus 

 
John 12:32 (NKJV): 
“And I, if I am lifted up from the earth, will draw all peoples to 
Myself.” 
 
When we exalt Jesus, hearts are drawn to Him—even 
unbelievers. Praise is evangelistic—it lifts Jesus higher so the 
world can see Him. 

 
9. Praise Strengthens Our Faith 

 
Romans 4:20 (NKJV): 
“He did not waver at the promise of God through unbelief, but 
was strengthened in faith, giving glory to God…” 
 



Like Abraham, your faith is reinforced when you worship, even 
before the promise manifests. Praise is proof of trust. 

 
10. Praise Draws Us Closer to God 

 
James 4:8 (NKJV): 
“Draw near to God and He will draw near to you…” 
 
Praise is intimacy. It’s drawing near with gratitude, reverence, 
and love. When we draw near, we begin to hear His voice and 
feel His nearness in a deeper way. 

 
Quick Praise Declarations to Stir Your Faith 
 
“I praise You, Lord, for Your mercy endures forever!” 
 
“You are worthy, O Lord, to receive glory and honor and power!” 
 
“I put on the garment of praise and cast off the spirit of heaviness!” 
 
“You are enthroned in my praises, King Jesus!” 
 
“I praise You in the storm, and I will praise You in the victory!” 
 
Closing Prayer: Releasing the Power of Praise 
 
Heavenly Father, 
 
In the mighty name of Jesus, I thank You for the revelation of praise 
and worship. I repent for the times I’ve stayed silent or let my 
emotions silence my praise.  



 
Today, I choose to worship You in spirit and in truth. I release my 
voice in adoration, thanksgiving, and declaration that You alone are 
worthy. 
 
Father, as I praise You: 
 
Fill my atmosphere with Your presence. 
 
Set ambushes against my enemies. 
 
Loosen every chain and break every yoke. 
 
Replace every heaviness with joy. 
 
Strengthen my faith and satisfy my soul. 
 
I declare that my home, my heart, and my life will be saturated in 
praise. Lord, let my worship draw others to You and glorify Your holy 
name in every season. 
 
Let revival begin with my worship. Let miracles begin with my praise. 
And let my life always be a song of thanksgiving to the One who 
saved me.
